Edible Book Reports
     Yes, a book report that you can eat!  First, on the top ½ of a piece of construction paper, students will write down the title and author of a book they have chosen to do a report on.  On the bottom ½, they will divide the story into four important events, and put them in order.  On their presentation date, they will use this poster to retell the story to the class.  The fun part is bringing in something to eat that relates to the book.  For example, spider cookies could be brought in for the story Charlotte’s Web, goldfish crackers could represent the fish Brian caught in Hatchet, or puppy chow mix in a Meow Mix bag for the book Socks.  Have fun with this!
***The book chosen must be recorded in their reading record and read within the last month.  The students will also explain how their treat relates to the book.
