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THE BIG SPELLING FIX!!!
1) Try writing it another way -- This means asking yourself if it “looks” right?  Keep changing it until it appears correct.

2) Sound it out -- This means to stretch out the word slowly and write each sound you hear and then ask, “Does it look right?”  “Does it sound right?”  

3) Look around the room – in a chart or on the word wall – or anywhere you remember seeing the word.

4) Check your word books -- Use your Quick Words book or a dictionary by using the first few letter sounds to determine the beginning spelling and use these letters to help you locate the word.  

5) Ask a friend, but only after you have tried the other strategies.
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
